(a) FINDINGS.—Congress finds the following:

(1) Customs and Border Protection has had
5,700,000 encounters at the border since Kebruary
2021.

(2) Hllegal aliens from more than 160 countries
have attempted to enter the United States since
2021, including from countries on the State Spon-
sors of Terrorism list.

(3) 212 individuals on the Terrorist Screening
Data Set (Terrorist Watchlist) were apprehended at
ports of entry over the same period of time.

(4) The Department of Homeland Security’s
Office of Inspector General has found that proc-
essing errors have resulted in the release of an ille-
cal alien into the interior of the United States, de-
spite a positive match on the Terrorist Watchlist.

(5) The Transportation Security Administration

  (7) American citizens will be required to meet stringent REAL ID requirements to board domestic flights after May 7, 2025.
