SEC. ___. Honoring 250 years of veteran contributions to the United States by prohibiting the use of funds to detain and remove veterans absent convictions for violent crimes or terrorism.

(a) In general.—None of the funds made available under this Act may be used to detain and remove from the United States any qualifying veteran.


(b) Qualifying veteran defined.—In this section, the term “qualifying veteran” means any veteran of the Armed Forces of the United States who has not been convicted of— 


(1) a crime of violence (as defined in section 16(a) of title 18, United States Code); or


(2) international or domestic terrorism (as such terms are defined in section 2331 of title 18, United States Code).
