(2) oppose aggression and other illegal uses of 6

force by one country against the sovereignty of an-7

other as a manner of acquiring territory; 8

(3) condemn violations of international law, in-9

cluding the illegal occupation of one country by an-10

other; and 11

(4) identify the Dalai Lama and the Tibetan 12

Government-in-Exile, as recognized by the Tibetan 13

people, as Tibet’s true representatives. 14
