Notwithstanding the Omnibus Crime Control and
Safe Streets Act of 1968 (34 U.S.C. 10101 et seq.), in-
cluding the COPS grant program, or any other provision
of law, no Federal funds may be used for hiring, maintain-
ing, or training law enforcement personnel to be used or
employed in elementary schools or secondary schools (as

such terms are defined 1n the section 8101 of the Elemen-
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tary and Secondary Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C.
10 7801)).
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
