None of the funds made available under this Act may
be obligated or expended to allow any officer or employee
of the Department of Homeland Security to enter a home
absent consent, a warrant issued by a neutral and de-
tached judicial officer, or exigent circumstances, pursuant
to the Fourth Amendment to the Constitution of the

United States and any other applicable laws.
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
