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funds.

  5. State eligibility to receive funds A State adjacent to an Outer Continental Shelf planning area subject to a moratorium under section 104(a) of the Gulf of Mexico Energy Security Act of 2006 (43 U.S.C. 1331 note) or section 18(g) of the Outer Continental Shelf Lands Act (43 U.S.C. 1344(g)) is not eligible for funds generated through offshore oil and gas development, including Land and Water Conservation Fund funds.
