OFFERED BY MS. WOOLSEY OF CALIFORNIA

At the end of subtitle D of title I, add the following 

new section:

SEC. 148. LIMITATION ON AVAILABILITY OF FUNDS FOR F-1

22A AIRCRAFT PROGRAM. 2

(a) LIMITATION.—Of the funds authorized to be ap-3

propriated by this Act or otherwise made available for fis-4

cal year 2013 specified in paragraph (b), not more than 5

50 percent may be obligated or expended until a period 6

of 30 days has elapsed following the date on which the 7

Inspector General of the Department of Defense submits 8

the report under section (c)(2). 9

(b) FUNDING SPECIFIED.—The limitation on obliga-10

tion or expenditure of funds in paragraph (a) shall apply 11

to—12

(1) research, development, test and evaluation, 13

Air Force for F–22 Modernization Increment 3.2B 14

and F-22A squadrons; and 15

(2) aircraft procurement, Air Force for F–22A 16

aircraft modifications. 17

(c) INVESTIGATION AND REPORT.—18
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(1) INVESTIGATION.—The Inspector General of 1

the Department of Defense shall conduct an inves-2

tigation into the onboard oxygen generation system 3

malfunctions and failures of the F–22A aircraft. 4

The investigation shall address the following: 5

(A) A review of all Air Force investigations 6

and reports on F–22A onboard oxygen genera-7

tion system problems, dating back to January 8

1, 2010. 9

(B) A review of mitigating and corrective 10

actions taken by the Air Force regarding the 11

F–22A onboard oxygen generation system, dat-12

ing back to January 1, 2010. 13

(C) A review of the investigation and re-14

port of the Air Force with respect to the crash 15

of an F–22A aircraft in Alaska on November 16

16, 2010. 17

(D) Any other matters related to the F–18

22A aircraft onboard oxygen generation system 19

the Inspector General considers appropriate. 20

(2) REPORT.—The Inspector General shall sub-21

mit to the congressional defense committees a report 22

on the investigation conducted under paragraph (1). 23
